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Abstract:

Videos of self-driving vehicles might provoke the expectation of driverless cars on public
roads in the near future. However, these prototypes are subject to relevant constraints and
show technical limitations. Non-technical obstacles seem to be even more important:
Political decisions are required, but cause negative effects. Juristic, ethic, ecological and
economic aspects have to be considered. The presentation will describe constraints,
technical, and non-technical obstacles. Finally, an outlook is given on highly autonomous
driving and its possible effects on personal transportation and road transport.
